Climate

Fiji enjoys a tropical climate and
therefore  daytime  temperatures
vary between averages of 31 degrees
Celsius in summer (Dec-Feb) and
28 degrees Celsius in winter (Jun-
Aug) making it the ideal destination
to escape our cold winters. Rain
and humidity are traditionally more
frequent summer to mid autumn
(Dec-Mar) and if you feel the heat,
we recommend you choose a resort
that has air conditioning if travelling
during this period, as not all do.
Cooling evening trade winds are
more prevalent during late autumn to
spring (May-Oct) and we recommend
you pack light cardigans or long
sleeve shirts if travelling during these
months.

The Fijian dollar is the base unit of
currency. ATM machines are available
in most major town centres. Major
credit cards are welcome in all resorts.
Currency exchange is available in
most resorts, at Nadi airport and in
banks in town centres.

Tipping is not encouraged in Fiji,
however most resorts have a staff

fund should you wish to make a
contribution to show your gratitude.

Electricity

The electrical current in Fiji is 240
volts AC 50z. Fiji has three pin power
outlets identical to Australia, and
therefore Australian appliances work
in Fiji without requiring an adaptor.

Passports & Visas

Passports must be valid at least 6
months beyond your anticipated
return date, and you must possess an
onward ticket. A visa is not required
for tourist entry into Fiji if you are
travelling on an Australian or New
Zealand passport. Please check visa
requirements for all other nationalities

Check in & check out times

Check in at most resorts is between
2pm - 3pm and check out is
generally between 10am-12pm. If
you require your room prior to check
in an additional night will need to
be purchased. Late check out is
sometimes available at a discounted
rate.

When visiting villages or shopping in
town, please ensure that you cover
up swimwear with a sulu (sarong),
sundress or shorts and t/shirt to show
respect to Fijian locals. If you are
attending a Kava ceremony, please
ensure that you wear a sulu and that
your shoulders are covered.
